Convict Trail

Travel into Tasmania’s history, from the village of
Richmond, where sandstone homes echo Georgian

days gone by, Australia’s oldest preserved colonial

convict gaol, bridge and Catholic Church; to Eaglehawk

Neck, where savage dogs once guarded the narrow isthmus against escaping convicts. See natural
wonders; the Tessellated Pavement, Blowhole, Devils Kitchen, Pirates Bay and Tasman Arch; and on to
Port Arthur, Australia’s most significant convict site. View the restored buildings the graceful old English
trees and participate in a spine-chilling evening Ghost Tour.

The convict trail is a journey rich in natural beauty, the roads surrounded by rolling farmlands
and picturesque bays, vineyards and seaside villages.

Huon Trail

Travel through the rich fertile valleys, waterways, forests and pristine rivers. Many of Tasmania’s gourmet food
growers and producers live and work in this region. At Kettering catch the ferry to Bruny Island and explore
the countryside, the quiet beaches and roaring surf.

Walk high in the canopy of rainforest at Tahune AirWalk, explore the underground wonders of dolomite
caves and bathe in thermal pools at Hastings Caves. Explore the waterways, taste the cool climate wines and
fruit liqueurs that are produced in the Huon Valley. Learn about the region’s apple-growing heritage and try
delicious berries at roadside stalls.

The Rivers Run

Drive from Hobart along the tranquil Derwent River, passing award-winning cool climate vineyards. Arrive at
New Norfolk, visit the Oast House and tour the hop museum and visit the Salmon Ponds, the oldest salmon
hatchery in the southern hemisphere.

Explore Mount Field National Park and enjoy the alpine environment and mountain peaks. Spot platypus,
Tasmanian devils and wombats at the Wildlife Sanctuary. Visit Lake St Clair, Australia’s deepest lake and try
your luck in this world-renowned trout fishing area.

Tamar Valley Touring Route

Tasmania’s northern centre of Launceston is the perfect place to start your trip along the Tamar Valley and
its famous wine route. Call in to the vineyards that produce Tasmania’s acclaimed cool-climate wines and
sample fine food in the vineyard restaurants.

Enjoy Beaconsfield mining history; tour Seahorse World at Beauty Point and take a cruise on the Tall Ship
Windeward Bound. Call into Low Head Pilot Station and browse through the maritime collection at the
Low Head Museum.

The Heritage Highway

In the heart of Tasmania, historic towns carry the lasting
legacy of convicts, graziers and pioneers. Weathered
sandstone buildings; convict craftsmanship endures in
fine homesteads and public buildings.

Visit the Georgian village of Longford that hosts two of Tasmania’s finest country estates, Brickendon and
Woolmers. Both are time capsules of Tasmanian agricultural history. Travel the highway and visit our colonial
past, visit gracious homes, churches and gravestones that reveal tragedy and drama.

Great Western Tiers Tourist Route

The Great Western Tiers is an area of diverse and compelling natural beauty. Explore the region; it includes
parts of Tasmania’s Wilderness World Heritage Area. Mole Creek Karst National Park has guided tours of
Solomons Cave and Marakoopa’s glow worm cave. Get close to Tasmania's amazing native wildlife at the
Trowunna Wildlife Park and the Devil Research and Education Centre.

This region is renowned for its walks, waterfalls and historic homes, gardens, artists and craftspeople.

Great Nature Trail

Tasmania's northern coastline is host to abundant wildlife. Discover penguin rookeries and seal colonies.
Spot a platypus in a forest stream and taste the delicious fresh produce from a working farm.

Museum. Travel 1.5 kilometres below the Earth’s surface on a guided tour of the Mt Lyell Mine; then down
into the World Heritage Area to Lake St Clair, Australia’s deepest lake.
